AMENDMENT OF APPEAL

The following is submitted as an amendment to the original appeal associated with Reference # 3030857-LU related to MUP-19-033 (SE, W) as additional concerns related to the Director decision in this case have come to bear.

The following additions to the appeal are offered as amendments:

1) Per the Site Plan submitted, the requirements of SMC 23.45.510 are not met in that, for the given Zone at this location, the required FAR limit is exceeded. The notes and plan provided in the Site Plan governing SMC 23.45.510 are not sufficient to waive or adjust the requirements of SMC 23.45.510.

2) Per the Site Plan submitted, the Density Limit requirements of SMC 23.45.512 are not met, in that SMC 23.45.510.C does not apply in this case, and the existing plan exceeds the limits defined by SMC 23.45.512.

[bookmark: __DdeLink__7_679405800]3) Per the Site Plan submitted, the requirements of SMC 25.11.090 cannot be realized, as the Code requires that the replacement results, “upon maturity, in a canopy cover that is at least equal to the canopy cover prior to tree removal”, however under the Site Plan submitted, the type and kind of trees selected for replacement, may not be appropriate for replacement as they may: a) fail to reach maturity in the location selected for replacement; b) may fail to reach sufficient replacement canopy at maturity; c) may cause risk to the building and shared infrastructure once mature; d) if mature, will cause an undue burden and potential risk to the use of adjacent public sidewalks caused by the density of proposed plantings.

In relation to these additions to the appeal, relief is requested in that the FAR and Density Limits set by the SMC 23.45.510 and SMC 23.45.512 be enforced for this development, and additionally that the replacement plantings proposed be re-evaluated to ensure that, once complete, they can achieve the required impact of SMC 25.11.090 without causing risk or undue burden to the proposed building, shared infrastructure, or public sidewalks.
